3.  Situation.

a.  Threat. Travelers Name here reviewed the latest State Department Travel Warnings and Public Announcements, and Consular Information Sheets that are published on website http://travel.state.gov.  He or she also reviewed the Eighth U.S. Army Area of Interest Warning for Thailand, and contacted the Unit Antiterrorism Officer.  The latter classified Thailand as FPCON Charlie.  A travel advisory has been issued regarding remote areas along the Burma border, and northern/eastern borders with Laos.  In addition, the British, Australian and Scandinavian governments publicized a tourist caution statement regarding the Phuket island resort area, following the Bali, Indonesia nightclub bombings. Travelers Name here has enclosed a map of all high threat areas (colored in blue), and his or her destination, Bangkok (colored in green) (see Enclosure 3).  An unclassified synopsis of the threat is as follows:

-Terrorist Bombings- The threat level for terrorist bombings against U.S. citizens 

is high, based on the recent Al-Qaida attacks in Bali, Indonesia in Oct 02, and 

prior attacks in the Philippines.  

In addition, on 29 Oct 02, a bomb exploded just outside of My Garden Hotel in Thailand's southern Pattani province, located approximately 875 mi/1,400 km south of Bangkok. Although there were no casualties, it damaged the hotel's windows and several surrounding vehicles.  The detonation occurred hours after a series of bomb and arson attacks in nearby Songhkla province.  Authorities believe that criminal groups, which are common in several southern provinces of Thailand, are involved in the attack. In the past, such attacks have mainly targeted police officers. 

Tourists are advised to exercise extreme caution in public places, especially nightclubs, places of entertainment, beach resorts, and worship.  

     - Criminal Activities. The threat level for criminal activities is low-moderate based on the following activities:

          (1) There are ongoing conflicts between the Burmese Army and armed opposition groups, as well as clashes between Thai security forces and armed drug traffickers.  

          (2) There are occasional incidents of violence on Thailand’s northern and eastern borders with Laos.  The latest (Jul 2000) involved a skirmish between insurgents and government forces in Laos near the eastern border crossing at Chong Mek, which resulted in five deaths.  In addition, two U.S. citizens (one in early 2000 and one in 1999) were reported missing after attempting to cross illegally into Laos at the Lao-Thai border.   

          (3) Routine criminal activities include pick-pocketing, purse-snatching and  

burglaries. Violent crimes against foreigners are relatively rare.  

b.  Friendly.

     c.  Assumptions.  The current threat poses minimal risk for the safety of US personnel as long as they: stay away from the country borders; avoid main, nightly tourist establishments; maintain good situational awareness, and; apply common sense.  The level of risk can be sufficiently mitigated through the use of prudent FP measures.  Early Warnings/Indicators of Hostilities include: 

· Embassy raises FPCON

· Movement of security forces

· Public gatherings with anti-US themes

· Anti-Christian and political terrorist activities

· Questioning by security officials which lead to harassment 

4.  Execution – Concept of FP Plan

a.  Pre-deployment. Travelers Name here will review latest threat updates prior to travel.

b.  Deployment/Movement Between Countries. 

      (1)   Travel involves nonstop flights.

(2)   Travel will be accomplished in conservative civilian attire with civilian luggage using civilian passports.

c.  Employment/Redeployment

(1) Traveler will maintain a communications plan with the local US Embassy.

            (2) Service member will avoid large crowds, any types of demonstrations and/or protests, nightclubs and bars, and churches; she is conservative in lifestyle and a non-drinker.  

            (3) Traveler will be accompanied by three Korean friends throughout the journey. 

            (4) Purpose of travel is for recreation.  Visit will not involve meetings with foreign officials or disclosure of classified material.  Traveler will not discuss current, planned, or future operations or exercises.

            (5) If a terrorist or violent situation occurs, traveler will seek safe haven with the US Embassy, approved hotel, or a local police station in that order of precedence.  All incidents will be reported to the US Embassy RSO.

5.  Communications Plan. Travelers Name here will carry the Unit ##### Telephone Wallet Roster.  Travelers Name here knows how to place phone calls between Thailand and Korea.  Travelers Name here will also check both unclassified military email and civilian email accounts daily. His or her civilian email address is civilian e-mail address.
